And that it may kindle devout affection and increase holiness of life;
Endow it with the aid of Your protection against all snares of the enemy,
Make it to be a protection of soul and body,

Through the grace and compassion and love of Your Only-Begotten Son,
our Lord God and Savior Jesus Christ, and of Your All-Holy, Good and
Life-creating Spirit, One God; both now and ever, and unto ages of ages:
Amen.
